This venture utilizes
mainstream classical sources of commentaries namely, Tabari, Qurtubi and Ibn Kathir.

These are the Verses of the manifest Book (this Quran, which was promised by

Allah in the Taurat (Torah) and the Injeel (Gospel), makes things clear).
